Guidelines Updated 

The Regional Guidelines have been updated based on motion 267. They were emailed separately from the agenda. 

 

Elections 

We still have 5 open positions on the Fellowship Services Team. This is very rewarding and challenging work. 

Please consider serving on the FST. We have one conference call on the 3rd Wednesday of odd months for two 

hours. You can review our attached minutes to see what happens at the meetings. 

 

We also have an opening for representatives to serve on the UMSO Board of Directors and the MNNAC Board of 

Directors. Both of these positions require 3 years clean and are two-year commitments. We have not had 

representation on these boards for quite some time, so please consider volunteering for service on one of these 

bodies if you are interested in getting literature into the hands of addicts or in putting on conventions. Coming up 

in June, RD and RDA elections. 

 

Attached to this agenda is a service resume. Please fill it out, as Tim W did and bring it to the RSC meeting. 

 

Monte J. (Treasurer): Was contacted by Wells Fargo, our bank, and was told that our tax ID number did not exist. The 

Vice-Chair spent time on the phone with the bank and then the IRS. The IRS is requiring the Region to file a W9 return 

from now on. The first one will be filed the April. 

 

All areas need to get a tax ID number from the IRS and file a W9 return.  Monte J. will be sending information on how to 

get the ID number as well as how to file. 

 



 

Correspondence from Monte regarding this issue received 02/19/10: 

 

NA, EIN, Banks and the IRS 

Since 9/11 and for issues of national security, the IRS has instituted policies for banks to enhance security and 

accountability to the government.  Recently, our bank contacted us and informed us that the name and EIN 

number on our account did not match.  In order to solve the problem, the MNRSC obtained a new EIN 

(employer identification number) from the IRS (internal revenue service).   Decades ago, someone probably 

opened our checking account with a personal social security number or an EIN number from another entity in 

NA.  Our bank asked us to rectify this and so we did.  The MNRSC is in good standing with our financial 

institution.  

  

Is anything else required? 

Based on conversations with the IRS and with NAWS, the Fellowship Services Team recommends that the 

MNRSC remain ñan informal organizationò.  That means we wonôt be filing any forms at the end of the 

year.  This decision is based on the following facts: 

Å The RSC receives less than $25,000 per year in donations 

Å The RSC does not have any employees or special workers 

Å The RSC does not sell any merchandise 
Does my ASC need to do anything? 

It is in each committee's best interest to know exactly where they stand.  Here are some questions you need to 

ask: 

  

1) Do you have an EIN that specifically matches the name of your Area? 

2) Do you take in less than $25,000 annually in donations? 

  

If the answers to these questions are ñYesò - then you are in good shape. 

  

If your Area ever receives a letter from its financial institution asking for specific information, you need to do 

whatever it takes to satisfy their requests. 

  

If your Area ever receives a letter from the IRS, you should immediately consult members of the MNRSC 

Fellowship Services Team and NAWS.  It is imperative that we remain in good graces with both our financial 

institutions and the federal government. 

  

What if my ASC sells merchandise? 



 

If your Area sells merchandise and/or employs a special worker, you should consider filing for tax-exempt 

status under 501(c)(3) regulations.  See these helpful steps to becoming a 501(c)(3) non-profit:

to becoming a nonprofit.  (Narcotics Anonymous and the MNRSC does not endorse, oppose, finance, or lend 

its name to the MN Council of Non-profits. It is merely a useful resource for small non-profit organizations.) 

  

How do we find out if our Name and EIN match? 

The treasurer or a member of your executive committee should call the IRS with your EIN and ask them.  1-

800-829-4933, Monday ï Friday, 7:00 a.m. ï 10:00 p.m. 

  

They are incredibly nice and helpful, really.  Tell them that youôre an officer with an informal Narcotics 

Anonymous organization named [ASC Name], and that you want to verify that the name on your EIN matches 

the name on your checking account.  If it doesnôt theyôll be able to help you right there on the phone.  If you 

need to file for an EIN, the IRS agent can help you immediately, or your Area can apply for an EIN number at 

  

http://www.irs.gov/businesses/small/article/0,,id=102767,00.html.
